Today, Consult Hyperion continues to deploy this same expertise in order to enable millions of secure transactions every day, from worldwide credit and debit card payments, through millions of bus and tube journeys taken by London’s Oyster Card users, to the hugely successful mobile phone-based money transfer service in Kenya (called M-PESA) that has truly changed the lives of its users.
